• Recyclable and trash removal and hauling, liner replacement, and cleaning all receptacles on a daily

basis and as needed.
• Special event setup, decorating and take down as requested.
• Plan daily work assignments and break schedules.



• Completing work orders in a timely manner.
• Sweeping and edging of all pathways.
• Cleaning and maintenance of Marco Polo moat.
• Light bulb replacement.
• Fixture repair.
• Painting and touch up painting.
• Cleaning floors.
• Rug cleaning and maintenance.
• Maintain clean viewing glass throughout the zoo.
• Maintain an hourly bathroom check in all areas throughout the zoo.
• Wall and ceiling cleaning,
